Vaccination Program on Wednesday, October 20, 2010 from
6:00pm to 7:30pm at Firehouse #1, 231 Old Tappan Road, Old
Tappan. Individuals must be 18 years and older to receive a flu
vaccination.

As in past years, it will be necessary for those who have Medi-
care Part B to bring their Medicare Part B card to the Flu Vac-
cine Program in order to receive the vaccination. The Old Tap-
pan Health Department, through a contract with Northwest
Bergen Regional Health Commission, will directly bill Medicare.
For those that are 65 or over and do not have Medicare Part B,
the influenza vaccine should be given by their regular health
